SOCIAL COMMITTEE REPORT 2006
The main aims of the Social Committee are to arrange social events for the swimmers and their families, as well as raising funds in the process.  With these two targets in mind, this past year has been the most successful in recent memory.

JANUARY - We started the year with an extremely successful Music Quiz in January which was very well attended and raised £587.62.  This money was used to send a Team Manager on the Group 1 Elite Training Camp to Tenerife in February.

FEBRUARY - Fifteen brave souls attended the Ghost & Ghouls Tour in February which took place in the passageways and underground vaults of Auld Edinburgh.  Unfortunately not all the tickets were sold and we made a small loss on this event.

MAY - By far the biggest fund-raiser of the year was the Sponsored Walk along the Water of Leith in May.  It was a lovely sunny day when 45 swimmers, friends and family completed the 6 mile walk from Balerno to Slateford.  Special mention must go to Claire Osborne and Rachel Mackay who both raised over £100.  The total amount raised by this venture was a huge £1106!

May also saw the Social Committee raising a few pounds at the Club’s Novice Gala; £100 from the raffle and £80 from the tea table.

JUNE - At the beginning of June we organised a coconut shy at the Corstorphine Fair.  It was another beautiful day with thousands of people attending the fair.  Parents and swimmers, who had volunteered to help, took it in turns to man the stall.  All our 375 coconuts were knocked off their posts and raised £256 for Club funds.

The Annual SASA raffle in June is something we always support.  All monies raised are divided evenly between SASA and the Club; this year we raised £396 in total.
AUGUST - A small but select group of around 25 people attended the annual BBQ/picnic which was held at Dalkeith Country Park in August.  We had rain, we had sunshine but most of all we had fun!  The afternoon culminated in a closely fought game of rounders which was eventually won by Team Cheryl.

SEPTEMBER – This month saw the return of the Quiz Night; an opportunity to socialise, enjoy a few drinks and reignite old rivalries.  Again it was very well attended with over 80 people and 10 teams vying for top spot.  It was very profitable too; £569.91 this time.
OCTOBER - The Tea table was once again present at the Club Championships in October and proved to be very popular; £78 was added to the Club funds.
Our Annual Gala was also in October and once again the Social Committee was in attendance, this time running a tombola stall and a raffle.  Total money raised with this joint enterprise was £158.40.
NOVEMBER - For the first time in quite a few years we organised a bag-packing venture in November, at Morrison’s Supermarket in the Gyle Shopping Centre.  Swimmers were encouraged to give up 2 hours of their free time to help raise money and to elevate the profile of the Club.  All monies raised (£701.29) went towards the cost of funding two Team Managers who accompanied Group 2012 to their Training Camp in Crystal Palace.  

Business has also been brisk at the Kitzone this year.  The new style of t-shirts, shorts, and joggers which were introduced at the end of 2005 have proved to be very popular with all the swimmers.  All items of kit can be viewed on our website and orders can be placed either via email or through group coaches. 

As you can see it has been a very busy but extremely successful year for the Social Committee.  Bearing in mind that the Committee only consists of two people who have had to work extremely hard to gain this success, I am appealing for more parents to come forward and offer their time and enthusiasm to continue these achievements.
Finally, I would like to thank Irene Brownlee for all her assistance, support and encouragement over the past year, and wish her every success as she takes over the role of Social Convenor.  Thanks also must go to everyone who supported us throughout the year and helped raise a staggering £3835.22!!
